, - ‘ far. We believe that this is because of your continuous prayers.

As you read through this Newsletter, you realise that a lot has gone on both locally and with our international
partners. Our dream of Vision 2015 has continued to become clearer even as we step out by faith into the
mission field. From January till now we have been able to equip 250 Church planters and lay ministers with
skills of Church planting and Church growth. Many new Churches have been planted and leaders discipled.

We have experienced much more stability this year in our mission projects.

1. The Mombasa Urban Mission Centre has become more stable and is now influencing many young
people towards both spiritual and physical growth. Nelson Ndoro is doing a very recommendable job
and we thank God for him.

2. Mission to Uganda was another great success for Church Army work. With only 12 Captains, we saw 3,
500 people come to faith in Northern Ugandan Lang@ Diocese. This saw a birth of what was known as
Africa missionary caravans whose aim is to travel by road across the Eastern Africa region carrying out
evangelism in various parts.

3. We Commissioned 66 new Church Army Captains most of them trained for chaplaincy work in schools.
Chaplaincy has become one of the most effective missionary tools of equipping teachers to become
missionaries in schools in Africa.

4. Three of our Church Army officers have been consecrated as Bishops in the Anglican Church in Africa
and one promoted to Liutenant Colonel in the Armed Forces of the republic of Malawi.

5. Through All Saints Cathedral Diocese, Church Army has launched a massive Church planting movement
among the poor. The purpose is to encourage the Church to engage actively with the poor and the
marginalised in Nairobi and many African cities.
