
 In partnership with Computers for Africa, Church Army 

has embarked on an ambitious campaign to establish digital 

villages across Eastern Africa. Each digital village will include a 

set of refurbished computers for use by churches and schools 

in a variety of educational and entrepreneurial enterprises. In 

our trial run, we have already distributed nearly 90 computers 

to Dioceses, parishes, and schools across Kenya. This in-

cludes equipping computer labs at schools and universities 

associated with St. Andrewõs, Zimmerman, Africa International 

University, Church Army Academy, Busia School, Bukhalalire 

Boyõs School, and Garissa School. It also includes creating 

educational centers in Mt. Kenya South and Kajiado Dioceses. 

Church Army hopes to establish another 30 to 50 digital vil-

lages by the end of the year. We are currently raising funds to 

From 14th to 18th March, Church Army 

conducted a training of trainers on 

Church Planting for leaders in Lira, 

Uganda.

As a member of the 

2011 interns, we are excited for the journey ahead and for a 

new beginning of serving God.ñ By Pascaline Wanjiku 

New Beginnings

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Lay Readers Training  

Fifty nine Lay Readers participated in a week long 

workshop with Church Army in February. Tackling is-

sues such as leadership, church planting, preaching, 

and more the Lay Readers engaged in lively discus-

sions and interactive sessions with a handful of differ-

ent trainers and facilitators. Lay Readers form the 

backbone of parish ministry in the Anglican Church of 

Kenya and engage in a wide variety of activities such 

as evangelism, preaching, leading services, visiting 

the sick, community service, and prayer and counsel-

ing. Most Lay Readers have a calling and an active 

desire to serve in the church, but unfortunately most 

lack any formal theological or ministry training.  

Kisumu Ndogo Community Profile  

Church Army Evangelist, Capt. Moses Msumba  pre-

pared this profile of the community in which he now 

serves:  Kisumu Ndogo village, covers an area of 

800M sq of the Kiberaõs  five (5) sqkm. It has a popu-

lation figure of 50,000. It borders the railway and Mak-

ina on the southern side, Kambi Muru {Lindi}, on the 

eastern side and a river separating the village from 

Gatwikera on the southern and western side. The ma-

jority communities are the Luo and Luhya who are 

mainly tenants, while the Nubiians, who stretch from 

Makina to Lindi are the Land Lords. The housing is 

mud thatched structures of ten by ten housing an aver-

age of six members. There is no proper sanitation, i.e. 

we have few toilets with drainage feeding into the 

river. 

The majority of the men in Kisumu Ndogo are casual 

laborers working at the Kenya industrial estate which 

is in the Eastern periphery of Nairobi. Others work at the 

construction site with an average salary of between 1.5 -

2.5pounds a day. This cannot meet all the needs of the fam-

ily. Other areas that contribute to the economy of Kisumu 

Ndogo are several dens of illicit brew {Busaa} along the rail-

way and Changaa {equivalent to ethanol} distilled along the 

river bordering Gatwikera, we also have video halls that 

serve as cinema halls in the community. 

There are three government primary school serving the com-

munity, Kibera primary and Olympic primary boarders Ki-

sumu Ndogo while Ayany Primary  is in the area of Kianda. 

Several other private schools serve the community. Raila 

Educational Centre and Olympic Secondary School serve as 

government schools while Kibera school {Muslim} and St. 

Aloysius Gonzaga  are religious schools that offer education 

to the community. Up to 50 percent of the children become 

vulnerable to not receiving proper education. These are a 

few of the social dynamics of ministry in Kisumu Ndogo.
