
Kenya captured world headlines earlier this month when a fuel 

leakage bust into flames in Mukuru Sinai Slum. Located in Nai-

robiõs industrial area, Sinai is just a few kilometers from Church 

Armyõs headquarters. Sinai is one of over 60 informal settlements 

in Nairobi, each featuring a maze of unregulated low income hous-

ing. Built on top of a pipeline,  Sinai is a clear case of corruption 

and social injustice affecting the marginalized and urban poor. On 

12th September, over one hundred people died when leaked pet-

rol from the pipeline burst into flames. Residents of Sinai are ac-

customed to regular fuel spillages and had gathered to collect and 

sell the highly volatile petrol. Children filled buckets while adults 

scrambled to collect as much as they could. In an instant they all 

perished in the flames while dozens of homes were also inciner-

ated. Despite an awareness of the immense danger, the Sinai 

case is not unique. Each month hundreds of Kenyans risk their 

lives to collect fuel from overturned tankers or leaking pipes. In 

Church Army team members traveled to 

Uganda in early August, 2011. A group 

of evangelists and trainers coordinated 

weeklong workshop with  clergy and 

community leaders at the Namirembe 

Resource Centre of Uganda. Along the 

way, the team met up with Church Army 

Officer, Rev. Capt. Titus Baraka at the 

radio station he has pioneered to bring 

òWords of Hopeó to  residents across 

Uganda. 
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some cases the police sell rights to collect the fuel 

while government officials turn a blind eye. Poverty 

and desperation, coupled with corruption and un-

scrupulous business leaders have created a death 

trap for many urban poor.  We urgently need the gos-

pel of Christ to penetrate and transform our slums 

and social and business practices.
